Introductions around the room and welcome to the on-coming board.  

Call to Order per Carol Wise.
September HOA Board meeting minutes were approved.  

Treasurers Report: current treasure’s report presented, year to date information included. New on-coming board members were shown on-line Quicken books. 
Design Committee Report 
Tim Callahan gave an update on the potential sinkhole in back yard at 1427 W Petal Ct. Information shared that was provided from Linda Thompson. Linda Sherwood made the motion to provide a copy of the letter from Linda Thompson to Martin McCormick with the suggestion to place a fence around the sinkhole. 2013 Board and Design Committee would grant the fence approval to surround the sinkhole. Seconded and approved (3).  The Design Committee will continue to seek other options that might be available for safety of the sinkhole area. 

Three work requests have been received since the establishment of the Design Committee in 2013: Armelda Mayfield (approved/done), Ruth Holman (approved/done), Terry Fink (approved).

Tim reports that in 2015 Sunflower Gardens will be getting three (3) streetlights. He got this information from Christine Smith, City of Bloomington, who oversees street light funding and placement. 

It was noted that several of the homes are showing mold on the siding. Design Committee can remind the homeowners of the need to clean siding.

Three letters went out from Jamar. 1) non-functioning car in driveway (has been moved), 2) dead tree needs to be removed from front yard, not street tree, 3) dead part of the top of tree (dead portion has been removed). Jamar will be asked to get an estimate to remove the tree and let homeowner know the amount. 

It is unknown if a letter has been sent to address the street tree was cut down on Countryside. At this time, there will be no further action. 

It is noted that there is trash out in front of a Countryside street home. Jamar will be asked to send a notice to the homeowner.

It is also noted that there are some shutters that are fading.

New Business 
Discuss new ideas presented at the Annual Meeting. 

Insurance coverage for sinkholes? Sinkhole coverage is not excluded but there are some limitations.



It was also mentioned that there was a possibility to get parking on one side. Carol has checked with the city. Rick Alexander, City of Bloomington Public Works. It is possible to make the request but it may not be granted. Best possibility would be for the request to come from the HOA.  



Carol has a binder of information from the HOA and Tim has Design Committee. What type of past information needs to be kept/ maintained? General consensus is that the past information can be helpful and should be maintained. Other general information was shared with the on-coming board which will take over January 1, 2014. At this time, the 2013 board does not feel that there will need to be another board meeting before the end of the year.
