Minutes of Meeting of the SGHOA Ad Hoc CCR Committee

January 10, 2017
1) Don Westerhaus, chair, called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the home of Terry Fink. Other committee members present: Terry Fink, Bill Holdeman, Bill Mankin, and Leonard Kelley. Ryan Nichols could not attend. Visitors were Chad and Carol Wise.
2) Corrections to minutes of the November 2, 2016, and December 7, 2016, minutes were discussed.  Fink will adjust both to reflect agreed upon additional or corrected wording and send revised text files to Tim Callahan for addition to the HOA website he administers.

3) Fink asked that the membership status of Ryan Nichols on this committee be confirmed as he was not listed in Tim Callahan’s appointment email. Subsequently, Tim Callahan formally appointed Ryan Nichols to the committee via email.

4) Group discussion suggested that the Drainage Committee that was appointed by Tim Callahan after the 2016 Annual Meeting was waiting on this Committee to complete its work before they begin to meet. Fink took the action item to convey to the Drainage Committee that this Committee will delay considering and proposing any changes to Association governing documents specifically related to any drainage issues within the Subdivision until the work of the Drainage Committee is completed.

5) As part of discussion of potential wording of the CCR Committee report, Mankin suggested that the Committee should consider how the SGHOA should handle issues such as one he has previously suggested that the concrete drainage way on the east side of SGHOA grounds might be considered a common asset of the Association. Also he mentioned that, for example, the SGHOA might at some point consider some sort of support for possible legal action against the City of Bloomington and the Developer of Sunflower Gardens. In further discussion by CCR Committee members about drainage issues in the neighborhood, it was felt that those concerns should be referred to and dealt with by the recently-appointed drainage committee.

6) Assignment of tasks. Fink will use input from meeting to revise his draft of the CCR Committee recommendations, and send the document back to committee members for further review and input.
